Alluding o the modernization model of the Pahlavi era, the present paper will
discuss the approaches of the jurisprudents to this model through anatyzing their
statements, documents, and correspondences. The hypoihesis of this paper is tha
despite their varied views - radical or conservative -- on the issuc of modernizaticn, the
jurisprodents had a united stance on the Pahlavi’s modernization medel. They believed
that the regime was dependent on foreign powers and that the regime was their stooge
and tried 1o implement the plans dictated by them. Since their attitude towards
cotonialism and its perfotimance in the world of Islam was very negative, they had a
negative attitude towards all government measures and were sericusly opposed to any
extra-constitutional move by the government. Moreover, due to the fundamental Shii
principles, they were nol opposed to reforms, but considered the povernment method as
non-indigenous and irrational, particularly in the light of the domestic conditions. They
also considered the consequences of the reforms detrimental te the countlry’s inierests.
Due 10 ils significance, the approach of Tmam Khomeini to relorms will be discussed in
a separate article in the future.

Loyalty to Commitment

[Loyalty Lo commitment is a debatable issue in law. The author in this article first
discusscs the meaning of commitment, and then defines it. Although the issuc of
commitment has not been defined in Iranian laws and only its cxamples and
consequences have heen defined, the Islamic lawyers have defined it as follows:
"commitment means a legal relationship on the basis of which the committing party can
make the commitied party pay money or goods, perform a certain task or give & up ot
drop a legal eflecl.” The author then explains the ¢lements, kinds and tools of
commitment. He argues that the tools of commitnient are not clarified in the civil code
and most writers, under the influence of the Napoleonic T.aw, believe that commitment
stems from [ive factors. He also discusses the fighi and legal bases of loyalty to
commitment in this article.

Ideology in the Theories of Revolution
